| am grateful that our LCUUF board committed to a retreat, even though we struggled to
find a date that worked for everyone. | am grateful to Kriss, who stepped up to facilitate
the retreat (we didn't have money in the budget for an outside facilitator, which is usually
preferred). He did a great job. I'm also grateful to other board members who provided a
meeting place, and food and drink for the retreat. | do feel that the retreat has helped
prepare our board for the work we face in the coming year, and that you now have a
stronger board as a result.

On another note, | will be away from Lakeside from May 11 through July 6. Part of that
time will be in North Carolina with Liz, and with other family members whom | haven’t seen
since before the pandemic. Part of that time will be hiking and exploring in Spain, primarily
in the Pyrenees and Picos de Europa.
