This time of year, with its increasing darkness and cooler days (at least in the
northern hemisphere) plus the numerous holidays, invites us to ponder
mystery. What are the deep questions for which we don’t have answers, some
for which we may never find answers? What is the nature of not knowing? Are
there some questions which we should not ask? We’ll explore a few of these
questions as we wade from the comfort of the known toward the mysterious
depths of the unknown.

As I write this, it’s a bit ‘cold’ (59ºF / 15ºC) and ‘rainy’ (light drizzle) outside my Ajijic home.
You folks further north can smirk, but I’m noticing how this weather, though needed,



affects my mood. This time of year, with its somewhat
shorter days, still triggers a bit of Seasonal Affective
Disorder for me, a slight sense of malaise, lethargy, as the
days continue to shorten.

For many, the seasonal holidays (like the recent Novena de
San Andrés here in Ajijic, or Hanukkah, or Christmas), with
their light, colors, sounds, and celebrations, provide an
energetic sense of lift in these dark times. But not for me. I
want to embrace the darkness.

If I had to pick a holiday for this time of year, it might be
Advent, the time leading up to Christmas day. For some, Advent is just the prequel to the
main event, a time of waiting, nothing much to do beyond perhaps lighting some candles.
But I think Advent
has its own value, separate from Christmas. As theologian Debra Dean Murphy says,

“Advent is my kind of season.
No, not the pseudo-Advent of most Christian piety with liturgically-correct hymns and texts

on the Sundays of the season and full-on Christmas hoopla all the other days, but this
one: the ancient, autumnal interval of darkness and foreboding with its achy uncertainty

blanketing landscapes both inner and outer. This Advent offers room for doubt and
struggle. It grants permission to rest in — rather than to resolve — the tensions and
paradoxes, the sometimes maddening contradictions that shape the [Christian] life.”

This is what appeals to me - a time of questioning, and uncertainty. Many of us, perhaps
most of us, in this fellowship know the importance of doubt in our spiritual journeys. We’ve
been there, perhaps at one time comfortable with some set of religious beliefs, but then
doubt creeps in, and we struggle to find where to go with that doubt. For some of us, our
former religions offered no room for doubt, and we had to leave. For others, we found
ways to live with, even cherish the doubt, reshaping our spiritual beliefs into something
that coexists with that doubt.

And perhaps the majority of us have found our ways out of our former religious
communities, and into this one, our fellowship. We appreciate that here, there is little
pressure to be liturgically correct or theologically certain. We are grateful that our doubts
and uncertainties are welcome. Christian or not, we may find that Advent reminds us to
embrace all of our own spirituality, including the confused and uncertain parts, parts that
need to rest for a time, hibernating in the darkness and the quiet, waiting for their time to
emerge.
