May Topic As artificial intelligence continues to advance rapidly, its potential
applications in military affairs become increasingly concerning from an ethical and
humanitarian perspective. The development of autonomous weapon systems, Al-
powered surveillance and targeting, and the automation of many warfighting
functions could lead to a future of warfare that is more impersonal, unpredictable,
and potentially more devastating to human life. At the same time, Al-enabled
technologies may also have the potential to reduce military casualties and collateral
damage through improved decision-making, risk assessment, and precision.
However, this raises complex moral and legal questions about the appropriate role
of machines in the use of lethal force. Ultimately, the intersection of Al and warfare
will be a critical issue shaping the future of global security and conflict.
